Animal Science

What is Animal Science?

Animal science is the application of the basic sciences,
advanced technology and production practices to the
welfare and management of domestic farm animals. This
major at UW-Platteville offers the student an opportunity
to learn modern, forward thinking concepts of profitable
farm animal production within a well established program.
The program is designed to highlight classroom theory,
hands-on experience and relevancy to the nation’s agricul-
tural industry. Courses are offered in areas of management,
nutrition, physiology, reproduction and genetics.

Requirements

Animal science is a 36-credit program. Students must
also select a 24-credit minor or 24-credit emphasis in the
program. The major requirements include anatomy and
physiology, genetics, management courses, nutrition,
reproduction and a seminar course.

The animal science faculty are experienced instructors
who teach 23 animal science related courses and advise
all animal science majors and pre-veterinary medicine
students. Faculty and staff are also advisors to the Block
and Bridle Club, Pioneer Dairy Club and Pre-Veterinary
Club and coach the animal science judging teams. In ad-
dition, faculty and staff members are involved in various
researchactivities. Furthermore, a430-acre university farm
located near campus serves as a working laboratory for
animal science students. Students have the opportunity to
observe and obtain hands-on experience with dairy cattle,
beef cattle and swine.

High School Preparation

Courses in basic science, mathematics, English, commu-
nications and computer science, plus any extracurricular
activities related to agriculture and dairy and animal sci-
ence, are recommended.

Graduates with a degree in animal science from UW-
Platteville have typically experienced annual job place-
ment rates of 90 to 100 percent in many challenging and
rewarding career areas:

Graduates with additional education have opportunities in
animal research, education and extension and veterinary
medicine.

Internships

Internships are available for any animal science student.
The opportunities include animal health, breed associations,
feed sales and service, nutritional consulting, genetic com-
panies and food inspection. Internships provide excellent
work experience and interaction with industry profession-
als, while students earn college credit and a salary.

Extracurricular Activities

Animal science majors are encouraged to participate in
extracurricular activities which provide an excellent way
for students to interact and share common interests. The
Pioneer Dairy Club attracts students who are interested
in the dairy industry, whereas the Block and Bridle Club
appeals to students interested in beef cattle, sheep, swine
and horses. For students interested in veterinary medicine,
the Pre-Veterinary Club offers many activities. In addition,
the dairy, meat evaluation and livestock judging teams
provide students the opportunity to travel and interact with
students from other colleges and universities.
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Nontraditional and Transfer Students
Nontraditional and transfer students fit into the animal
science major with relative ease. Students are individually
advised with regard to courses and credits. Because of the
flexibility of the program, credit transfer is handled as a
normal procedure.
