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Industrial Technology Management assists students in
developing an understanding of people, tools, materials
and machines, and processes and their relationship to
industrial production. UW-Platteville s program prepares
graduates to solve technical and human problems in differ-
ent manufacturing situations. It is a professional, four-year
baccalaureate degree consisting of 120 credits.

The Manufacturing technology professional works with
managers, engineers, production employees, scientists and
supervisors in the industrial world. Possessing much of the

know-why, know-how of industry, they work with and
contribute to the ideas of the professional engineers and
management. They also supervise and manage the utiliza-
tion of materials and machines for producing, distributing
and servicing industrial products.

A Manufacturing Technology Management graduate is a
valuable liaison person linking the technical/engineering
with the supervision/management components, who is
well-educated in the principles of management, supervision
and technology, and is able to work with a wide range of
industrial techniques and processes. To meet the diverse
demands of the profession, the program provides a solid
background in mathematics, physical science, communi-
cation skills, management, human relations, economics,
computing applications, teams, problem-solving, and
hands-on applications.
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UW-Platteville s Department of Industrial Studies offers
Technology Management programs that are fully accredited
by the National Association of Industrial Technology.

The major allows students the exibility to ful Il individual
desires and needs and provides an opportunity for the in-
depth education needed to deal with the complex problems
of modern industry.

Emphasis is given to High Technology with instruction
supplementing knowledge of automation systems, com-
puter-aided design, systems interfacing, material selection
and processing. Academic instruction is richly supported
with hands on laboratory experiences.
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Students complete an industrial internship as part of the
program. The exact type and length of the internship de-
pends upon individual interests, needs and backgrounds.
Students receive course creditand nancial compensation
for coordinated, supervised work experience, which is most
valuable after graduation.
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Faculty for the Industrial Technology Management program
are members of the College of Business, Industry, Life
Science, and Agriculture. All faculty are well-quali ed and
hold advanced degrees. They are recognized as specialists
in their eld of study.
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Many professional opportunities are available to Manu-
facturing Technology graduates in manufacturing and pro-
duction management, technical sales and service, product
design and development, quality assurance, and others as
related to the technical minors.
