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The University of Wisconsin-Platteville has been preparing
teacherssince 1866 andwasthe rstnormal school inthe state.
The school takes great pride in this tradition and is committed
to the continuation of quality in its educational offerings.
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UW-Platteville offers comprehensive licensure alternatives
for students pursuing a career in teaching.
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This option focuses on education at the middle and secondary
levels and is designed for those who wish to teach students
in the age range of 10-21. It requires completion of a com-
prehensive major or a major and minor.
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In this category, licensure spans all ages from birth to 21 for
special elds such as foreign language, music, art, physical
education, technology education, and agriculture education.
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To be licensed as a teacher, one needs a Bachelor of Science
or Bachelor of Arts degree. UW-Platteville offers programs
that lead to licensure to teach in a major and minor or a
comprehensive major.

Comprehensive majors include art, broad eld science, social
science, choral music, general music, instrumental music,
agriculture education, and technology education. Academic
majors leading to licensure include biology, chemistry,
English, German, history, mathematics, physical education,
Spanish, speech communication, and theater.

Minors include biology, chemistry, computer science, English,
English/language arts, environmental science, French, Ger-
man, health, history, interdisciplinary studies, mathematics,
natural science, physics, psychology, social science, Span-
ish, special education/inclusion, speech communication,
and theater.
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A person seeking to be a teacher should have a good high
school academic record, preferably including four years
of English, and three years of mathematics, science, and
social science. Study of a foreign language is advised since
competency in foreign language is required for graduation
from UW-Platteville. Involvement in extracurricular activi-
ties (athletics, drama, and music) provides a well-rounded
background important to the beginning teacher.
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The School of Education prepares teachers who can demon-
strate the knowledge, skills and dispositions to be effective,
re ective practitioners. Education programs are designed to
develop communication skills including technology/media,
knowledge of content and how to teach that content, and
human relations. To complete the program, candidates must
demonstrate that they have these competencies.
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Students intending to become teachers must  le an application
for admission to the School of Education. To be eligible for
admission, students must meet all requirements including the
following: a) meet the current minimum grade point average;
b) satisfactorily complete the general education communica-
tions courses (composition and speech) and entry-level educa-
tion and computer skills courses; ¢) demonstrate pro ciency
in mathematics, reading, and writing by successfully passing
the Pre-Professional Skills Test (PPST); d) be recommended
by university faculty; e) complete an admission portfolio; and
f) meet any additional speci ed requirements. At the begin-
ning of their senior year, teacher candidates le for admission
to student teaching. To be eligible, candidates must meet all
requirements, including the following: a) have been admit-
ted to the School of Education; b) meet the current grade
point average in major, minor, and professional education
courses; ¢) be recommended by faculty in major, minor, and
professional education; and d) pass the appropriate Praxis Il
content test(s).
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Faculty advisors track current opportunities and employment
trends in all teaching areas. Graduating students with good
credentials who are willing to relocate should nd a number of
suitable teaching positions. Supply, demand, and salary vary
by region and state. Past graduates are employed throughout
Wisconsin, in other states and around the world.

Program options in academic majors vary with respect to number
of credits required for completion of the major. Program options
in professional education courses will require between 37 and 55
credits depending on the licensure track selected.

Requirements in addition to courses noted above include passing
the PPST/CBT. Passing scoresare 175 in reading, 174 in writing
and 173 in math. An overall GPA of 2.75 without student teach-
ing is needed to complete programs. The Wisconsin Department
of Public Instruction will require passing levels on content tests.
Students should consult with academic advisors to learn details
of particular programs.
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Amendments to the Higher Education Act signed into law
October 1998 require that institutions of higher educa-
tion and state departments of education supply data to
the United States Secretary of Education to be used in an
annual report card on teacher preparation. In compliance
with reporting requirements, UW-Platteville provides the
following information:
UW-Platteville offers teacher education programs leading
to certi cation in early childhood, elementary, middle, and
middle/secondary education, and in wide range special
elds. During the 2005-2006 academic year, 391 students
who had been admitted to the School of Education were
enrolled in education programs at the university. Of these
391 teacher candidates, 157 participated in supervised
practice teaching, which required an average of 700 hours
to complete. The 157 teacher candidates were supervised
by 52 faculty, which resulted in a student to faculty ratio
of 18 to 1.
