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Pleasure that you have always had with music can lead to 
an enjoyable and exciting career. Today, a degree in music 
may lead to a career involving business, computers, radio 
or television, or more traditional areas of performing, 
composing and teaching.

The music program at UW-Platteville is designed to provide 
many  musical experiences and training. Close contact with 
faculty, modern facilities and acoustically designed concert 
and rehearsal halls in the Center for the Arts are important 
features at UW-Platteville.

The UW-Platteville Music Program is an accredited member 
of the National Association of Schools of Music.

UW-Platteville�s Music Program serves the student body 
and the region as a cultural resource by providing general 
courses for all students, and specialized courses leading to 
those occupations requiring musical expertise. Recognizing 
that a cultural-aesthetic enrichment is a vital part of uni-
versity life, our goal is to provide high quality instructional 
experiences through performances by faculty and guest 
artists and student performing organizations.

The objectives of the Music Program are to provide students 
the opportunity to (1) develop their talent and ability as mu-
sicians, (2) become teachers of music, (3) combine a music 
major with business or related arts courses, (4) develop a 
thorough understanding of the elements of music and its 
historic considerations, and (5) participate in performing 
organizations.

The Department of Fine Arts Music Program offers a 
bachelor of arts or bachelor of science in music with the 
following emphases:

Liberal Arts and Education�Instrumental, vocal, key-
board, related �ne arts and business.

Music Education�(certi�cation) Instrumental B-21, cho-
ral B-21, general B-21 or combinations of the above.

The following performing organizations are open to all 
university students:

Instrumental�Orchestras, Marching Band, Wind En-
semble, Symphony Band, Jazz Ensembles, Jazz Combos, 
Pep Band.

Vocal�Concert Choir, University Singers, Chamber Choir, 
Women�s Chorus, Singing Pioneers (Men�s Chorus),  and 
Music Theatre.

UW-Platteville�s music faculty have academic specialities in 
vocal, instrumental, and keyboard.  They have had profes-
sional experience in performance,  conducting, arranging 
and teaching in public schools.

We are proud of our unique concert hall, renowned for its 
excellent acoustics, in the Center for the Arts. The concert 
hall seating 600 houses a 40-rank pipe organ. In addition, 
there are choral and instrumental rehearsal halls. Music 
classrooms, faculty studios, class piano, recording studio, 
computer laboratory, and practice studios are housed in 
Doudna Hall.

The placement of music teachers is very high. Indications 
are that there will be an even greater demand for our music 
education graduates in the future.

The music and business program provides excellent prepa-
ration for students who plan to work in the music industry. 
The outlook in music sales seems bright, and there are many 
music-related business opportunities.

Music and related arts students will have opportunities in the 
growing �elds as arts management and community programs 
in the arts. For those graduating with an instrumental/key-
board/vocal emphasis, job opportunities in professional 
performance will require a high degree of pro�ciency to 
insure success. There continues to be a strong demand for 
musicians wanting to establish a private studio.

The most helpful pre-college preparation for those plan-
ning to major in music is to participate in a high school 
music organization. In addition, it is recommended that the 
student study privately with a specialist as well as piano 
study.  Students should also take advantage of any music 
theory or history courses.

Incoming freshman are encouraged to apply for music 
scholarships. Audition dates and details are available from 
the music program.

Depending on your goal you may specialize and take 
additional course work in conducting, composition, and 
arranging. 

For those planning a career in music education, course 
work in methods and techniques for elementary, middle 
school, and high school instrumental, vocal and general 
music, leads to certi�cation.
