








Coach Paul Combs led UW-Platteville to a national number
one ranking during the 2008-09 season,
his sixth as the Pioneers’ coach and 10th
overall as a head coach. He has won more
than 150 games in his career, including the
first 11 of 2008-09.

Combs believes in challenging his
players with strong schedules that include

educational trips. The Pioneers have played in

California, Ohio, Virginia, Tf?xzjls. and In.dlana, A § B
as well as a nearly annual exhibition against a
top NCAA Division I squad.

In 2008-09, the Pioneers stunned Division I Bradley, 84-79,
in front of more than 8,000 fans in Peoria, Ill. The Braves
were coming off three straight post-season appearances but the
Pioneers out-played them, gaining national attention.

The Pioneers also played at the UW-Madison (2004-05),
UW-Milwaukee (2005-06), and Purdue (2006-07). At Purdue,
the orange and blue were within 30-28 at the half, before the
Boilermakers pulled away for the win in Mackey Arena. The
first three exhibition opponents made at least the second round
of the NCAA tournament the year they played UW-Platteville.

Combs led a UWP team to Europe in May 2005 and to
Ireland in May 2008, and coached Team USA in the Goodwill
Games in London in 2006.

Combs earned the 2004-05 Wisconsin Intercollegiate
Athletic Conference Coach of the Year Award after leading
the Pioneers to the conference crown in his second year. The
Pioneers, predicted for a fourth-place finish, went 13-3 in the
WIAC, claiming the school’s first title since Bo Ryan guided
the 1998-99 team to the WIAC and NCAA III national
championships. The Pioneers compiled a nine-game WIAC
winning streak, the longest such run in the league since 1998-
99. Combs’ squad finished the year ranked third in the NCAA
Division III in points allowed at 58.5 ppg.

Since Combs’ arrival, attendance increased in Williams
Fieldhouse, thanks in part to the O-Zone student section he
and his staff began.
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The UW-Platteville Basketball Camps are led by one of the
most experienced staffs around. Iowa-Grant native and UWP
graduate Jeff Gard was promoted to the number one assistant
coaching spot at the beginning of the 2006-07 season. Former
Pioneer, LeVon Crawford, began his collegiate coaching career
in 2006-07 as well.

Gard returned to his alma mater in 2003-04 after spending
two years as an assistant coach with Lakeland. Prior to joining
the Lakeland staff, Gard spent three seasons as an assistant
coach at one of Wisconsin’s prep powerhouses, Cuba City,

under legendary Coach Jerry Petitgoue, and one year at South-

western High School. Gard graduated from UW-Platteville in
May of 2001 with a bachelor’s in physical and health education
and earned his master’s in education at UW-Platteville in 2005.
He is the younger brother of former Pioneer assistant coach and
current Wisconsin Badger assistant Greg Gard.

Crawford hails from Chicago, Ill., and is a 2006 graduate
of UWP in communications with an emphasis in graphics.
He was an all-region player in the 2005-06 season, earned first
team all-Wisconsin Intercollegiate Athletic Conference honors
and was one of three finalists for the league’s player of the year
award. Crawford ranked in the top 10 in seven different WIAC
statistical categories. During the 2004-05 season, Crawford
helped lead the Pioneers to the WIAC championship.

ROOMMATES (two roomates per room only) - 1f you
indicated a roommate on your application, make sure that person
gets his/her application in so we can guarantee roommates.

CANCELLATIONS/REFUNDS - Should you have the
unfortunate circumstance of having to cancel your attendance at our
camp prior to June 1, 2009, there is an administrative fee ($5 for day
camp, $15 for the offensive skills camps, $25 for the commuting/
boarding camps) that will have to be deducted from your refund.
After June 1, up until your arrival to camp, minus the fee, refunds
will only be given for medical reasons when accompanied by a
licensed physician’s letter and signature. The reason for this is we have
to guarantee our number of campers for the residence hall and meals.
No refunds will be given for any reason once camp starts.

COMMUTER DROP OFF/PICK UP — Commuting campers
should be dropped off at 8 a.m., breakfast is NOT included with the
meal plan for commuters. Commuters should be picked up at 9 p.m.
at assigned residence halls. If commuters leave between the times of
8 a.m. and 9 p.m. or stay in the residence hall after 9 p.m., the camp
director MUST be notified. Commuters should be picked up no
later than 10:15 p.m at the assigned residence hall.

INSURANCE - All campers MUST have their own insurance.
UW-Platteville requires us to have liability insurance, which is
included in your camp fee.

HEALTH INFORMATION RECORD FORM - Itis
required by the state of Wisconsin that all campers complete and
have on file a health information record form. This form will be
sent with your confirmation. The form can be returned to our
office via mail or be brought to registration. If the form is not
returned, we cannot permit the camper to be a part of the basketball
camp. Also, our camp has a qualified trainer on duty 24 hours-a-day,
in addition to the Student Health Center, Southwest Health Center
and area clinics. Every effort is made to protect both the health and
safety of our campers. It is important that campers come physically
ready to fully take advantage of their camp experience. This includes
breaking in their basketball shoes to help avoid blisters and other foot
ailments. Finally, please notify us of any medical needs you may have
while at camp.
