Ready to explore?  Choose three areas of interest. 
1. Animal Science/Veterinary Science 
Veterinarians diagnose and treat all kinds of animals, not just 

pets.  Careers in animal science use mathematics, chemistry 
and biology to help prevent and treat disease in animals.   
2. Biology/Health and Medicine 
Can you define life?  Biology explores all aspects of this 
question.  Biologists help make the world a better place by 
fighting disease and working on environmental issues. 

3. Computer Science 
Love your computer?  Computer science explores new ways 
to make computers work for us.  Careers in programming,  

artificial intelligence, and web development are possibilities. 
4. Chemistry 
Chemists use science to make a difference in areas like 
medicine, biology, psychology, and geology.  They study the 

chemical basis for life all the way from the atomic level to 
solving environmental problems caused by chemicals. 

5. Engineering 
Engineers work on everything from robots small enough to fit 

into the human body to new ways of breaking the sound 
barrier.  They use skills learned in many subjects to create 

and design things to make our society better. 

6. Criminal Science 
People in this career field gather evidence and analyze it to 
help solve crimes.  They might use mathematics, chemistry, 

psychology, and biology to solve a crime scene mystery. 
7. Mathematics 
Math is more than working with numbers.  People who like 
math might explore space, make models of ecological 

systems to sustain the earth, or gather data to make 
medicines more effective.  Every career uses math!   
8. Industrial Technology 
Creating, building, teaching, and protecting are some of the 
things an Industrial Technologist does.  People in this field 
create new products and processes, build houses, teach
